Is the road closures 
planned or an emergency?

Are any other events taking place in the 
locality? If so, contact other promoters to 

coordinate effectively 

Consult the Schools, Bus Companies, Businesses, residents, etc along 
the road affected and if applicable the Parish Council  

Complete the Application 
form and return to CBC 

CBC will consult with Statutory Bodies and 
consider your proposal. We then either 
reject the application giving reasons or 
approve with conditions, if applicable 

Implement the closure – you will be required to erect Notices along the roads affected 10 days 
before the closure takes place. You will also need to liaise with Derbyshire County Council – 
tel: 01629 533190 or 08456 058 058 in relation to obtaining ‘Road Closed’ etc traffic signs 

The road is closed 

You are required to maintain the Notices on site during the length of the closure along with the 
traffic signs obtained from Derbyshire County Council – a road closure is only in force while 

both the closure Notices and the appropriate traffic signs are in place.  
Before re-opening the road you must ensure that the road is reinstated into its condition prior to the 
closure taking place. All rubbish must be removed from the site. Upon re-opening the road, you 

must remove the Notices and return a signed copy of the declaration.
